III. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 
 

A. Products shall meet the requirements of CID No. A-A-20085C for Type II (fortified with Vitamins A and D), Class A 
(low heat) nonfat dry milk. 

 
B. Packaging  Preservation, packaging, packing, labeling, and case marking shall be commercial unless otherwise 

specified in the solicitation, contract or purchase order. 
 

C. Palletization  All shipments are to be palletized.  Contractor shall furnish commodity palletized on 40” X 48” 4-way 
(GMA) pallets in good condition.  Drivers may be required to transfer products from broken pallets and sort damaged 
and or refused product.  For product to be delivered to cold storage, drivers may be required to breakdown pallets 
exceeding 60” in height.  All pallets shall be of uniform height, where feasible.  Pallets are to be securely banded or 
shrink wrapped.  Weight shall not exceed 2500 lbs.  Pallets of equal value will be exchanged at the time of delivery. 

 
D. Delivery Requirements. 

 
1. Products shall be transported to the institution via a sanitary, refrigerated vehicle. 
 
2. As indicated on page 3, it is anticipated that one hundred (100) bags; fifty (50) pounds each are to be delivered 

once per week. 
 
4. Unless otherwise agreed between the institution and the contractor, deliveries shall be made Monday through 

Friday.  Delivery appointment is required and shall be made prior to loading the truck for delivery.  Receiving 
hours are 8:00 a.m. through 3:00 p.m.

5. In the event that a holiday disrupts the normal delivery day scheduled, alternate delivery arrangements shall be

E. Regulatory Requirements 
  

1. The nonfat dry milk manufacturer shall have their facilities regularly inspected by the United States Department 
of Agriculture (USDA), Agricultural Marketing Service (AMS), Dairy Products (DP), Dairy Grading Branch (DGB). 

 
2. The nonfat dry milk manufacturer shall be eligible for listing in Section I of the AMS publication “Dairy Plants 

Surveyed and Approved for USDA Grading Service”. 
 
3. The nonfat dry milk delivered shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local mandatory requirements 

and regulations relating to the preparation, packaging, labeling, storage, distribution and sale of nonfat dry milk 
within the commercial marketplace.  Delivered nonfat dry milk shall comply with all applicable provisions of 
Federal Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act; the Fairy Packaging and Labeling Act; and regulations promulgated 
thereunder.  The delivered nonfat dry milk shall comply with the allergen labeling requirements of the Federal 
Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act. 

 
E. USDA Certification Service 

1. Product must be certified by the USDA, AMS, DP, DGB as meeting the requirements of the CID, for condition of 
container, and as being penicillin, Salmonella and Listeria monocytogenes negative. 

 
2. Product must be certified by the USDA, AMS, DP, DGB as being penicillin, Salmonella and Listeria 

monocytogenes negative. 
 
3. The USDA certificate shall be made out to “the State of Ohio” in triplicate.  One (1) copy must accompany each 

shipment.

4. Any shipment of product not accompanied by a properly executed USDA certificate will be refused at the 

destination, will remain the property of the Contractor and will be returned at the Contractor‟s expense. 
 
 

 III. CONTRACT PRICE 
 

A. Base Price 
 

The Urner Barry Price Current publishes daily market prices for nonfat dry milk. This publication is the only 
acceptable report for base price determination. The item listed below shall be used to establish a base price for 
nonfat dry milk. The following is a reference showing which line item price on the Urner Barry Price-Current shall 
apply for this item:

The price listed at the low end of the price range listed shall be the price used as the base price. The Urner Barry

B. Amount to be Deducted from or Added to the Market Price 

 
The bid price shall consist of the amount per pound offered by the bidder that will be either subtracted from or 
added to the base price per pound. When determining the amount to be added to or deducted from the base 
price per pound, the bidder must consider that the bid price shall include all costs associated with providing the 
required product, including but not limited to, transportation, processing, packaging, wages, benefits, overhead, 
profit, etc. 

 
C. Total Price 

 
The total price per pound will be determined by subtracting from or adding to the base (market) price the amount 
per pound offered by the bidder. The total price per pound shall cover all costs associated with providing the 
required product, including but not limited to, transportation, processing, packaging, wages,  
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benefits, overhead, profit, etc. The bidder shall consider this when determining the amount to be deducted from 
or added to the base price. 

 
D. If the Urner Barry Price-Current does not publish a price for the item listed in III.A. for the date the order is 

placed, the price from the latest previous Urner Barry Price-Current shall apply. 
 
IV. ORDERING PROCEDURE 
 

A. Telephone calls to order nonfat dry milk from this contract may be placed by authorized representative(s) of OPI, 
Beverage Processing Career Center. After the award of this contract, the OPI, Beverage Processing Career 
Center will provide the contractor with the authorized representative(s) name(s). 

 
B. Within one (1) business day of each telephone order, the contractor shall provide OPI, Beverage Processing 

Career Center with verbal acknowledgement of the order and with the applicable base price. The base price 
published for the day the telephone call is made by OPI, Beverage Processing Career Center to the Contractor 
will be the applicable base price for the order. 

 
C. OPI, Beverage Processing Career Center shall confirm the base price in the Urner Barry Price-Current for the 

item and issue a purchase order confirming the telephone order within one (1) business day of each telephone 
order.
