The
selected vendor will be responsible for the coordinating, planning, scheduling, and registration of (4)
regional trainings per year. Responsible for coordinating Statewide or National Speakers around
Prevention/Intervention of Problem Gambling for the next fiscal year Develop and maintain on-line
resource list for state and national trainings and responsible for the creation of graphic art/video on the
resource center website. The selected vendor will take the necessary steps to develop the Smart Bet
Curriculum into a useable prevention model this will include developing and creating a TOT, materials
and handouts. Work with OHIOMHAS to promote evidence based prevention of problem gambling
practices, policies, programs and strategies. The selected vendor will work closely with OHIOMHAS,
the Ohio Casino Control Commission and the Ohio Lottery Commission.

Purpose of Form

A person who is required to file an information return with the IRS must
obtain your correct taxpayer identification number (TIN) to report, for
example, income paid to you, real estate transactions, mortgage interest
you paid, acquisition or abandonment of secured property, cancellation
of debt, or contributions you made to an IRA.

Use Form W-9 only if you are a U.S. person (including a resident
alien), to provide your correct TIN to the person requesting it (the
requester) and, when applicable, to:

1. Certify that the TIN you are giving is correct (or you are waiting for a
number to be issued),

2. Certify that you are not subject to backup withholding, or

3. Claim exemption from backup withholding if you are a U.S. exempt
payee. If applicable, you are also certifying that as a U.S. person, your
allocable share of any partnership income from a U.S. trade or business
is not subject to the withholding tax on foreign partners’ share of
effectively connected income.

Definition of a U.S. person. For federal tax purposes, you are
considered a U.S. person if you are:

¢ A domestic trust (as defined in Regulations section 301.7701-7).

Special rules for partnerships. Partnerships that conduct a trade or
business in the United States are generally required to pay a withholding
tax on any foreign partners’ share of income from such business.
Further, in certain cases where a Form W-9 has not been received, a
partnership is required to presume that a partner is a foreign person,
and pay the withholding tax. Therefore, if you are a U.S. person that is a
partner in a partnership conducting a trade or business in the United
States, provide Form W-9 to the partnership to establish your U.S.
status and avoid withholding on your share of partnership income.
