Responses to questions submitted by Rebecca Rein (inquiry 27874) for RSC BSVI-2013-02
Answer 1: 

RSC has not prescribed specific items which must be provided.  Examples of appropriate items for submission may include but are not limited to articles of incorporation, charter, marketing materials, annual reports, information on how an organization has/utilizes a consumer advisory council to assist with policy development and decision making. 

Answer 2:  

RSC and OSILC will be evaluating how well respondents demonstrate their experience in delivering the four core Independent Living services which include Information and Referral Services, Independent Living Skills Training, Peer Counseling, including cross disability peer counseling and Individual and Systems Advocacy.

Answer 3:

In order to receive all the extra points available, the respondent would need to offer the four core IL services in all of those additional counties listed.  The weight of those counties is the same.  The primary focus is to provide the IL core services in Franklin County.  RSC has already provided a Q & A response related to funding.  It is posted on the RFP's Q and A page.

Answer 4:

The services to be provide relate to Individual and Systems Advocacy as it relates to topics such as housing and transportation.  The services requested through this RFP do not include direct provision of housing and transportation. Systems and Individual advocacy could involve an activity such as answering consumer questions/complaints about housing and/or transportation.

Answer 5:

The question is addressed in Answer 1 of this inquiry. 

Answer 6:

There is no licensure or certification requirement for providing the four core IL services.

Answer 7:

RSC has not established a cost per individual, but rather will evaluate costs proposed in the respondent’s budget to evaluate the necessity, reasonableness and allocation of said costs.

Answer 8:

Respondents are encouraged to conduct research on the demographics for the counties where services are proposed and to demonstrate their understanding of the level of need for the four core IL services.

Answer 9:

The range varies based on the needs of the individuals being served.  Services can be as short term as providing information and referrals on a phone call to multiple years of a core service.

Answer 10:

To clarify, the IL services provided are the four core IL services which include Information and Referral Services, Independent Living Skills Training, Peer Counseling, including cross disability peer counseling and Individual and Systems Advocacy not the provision of housing or residential services.  Most referrals occur when a consumer has a need for one or more of the four core IL services and has identified and located provider offering services in their community.  Because RSC and the Centers for Independent Living work cooperatively to meet the service needs of persons with disabilities, RSC may refer individuals to the selected IL core service provider.  RSC's expectation is that the provider will assess the need of the person with disabilities and provide the requested core service(s) in a reasonable time frame based on the individual's circumstances.

Answer 11:

Reporting is generated to meet the federal reporting requirements of the RSA 704 federal report.  Data will be captured through use of the Net/CIL/C-FAL system.  In addition CILs report on their individual accomplishments in meeting the goals identified in the State Plan for Independent Living. Answer 12:

While there are currently no certifications required, respondents are requested to explain the experience required of or training provided to the staff who provide the four core IL services including Information and Referral Services, Independent Living Skills Training, Peer Counseling, including cross disability peer counseling and Individual and Systems Advocacy.
