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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

INTRODUCTION This is a Request for Competitive Sealed Proposals (RFP) under Section 125.071 of the Ohio
Revised Code (ORC) and Section 123:5-1-08 of the Ohio Administrative Code (OAC). The Department of
Administrative Services (DAS), Office of Procurement Services, on behalf of the Ohio Department of Education (the
Agency), is soliciting competitive sealed proposals (Proposals) for Ohio Alternate Assessment for Students with
Cognitive Disabilities. If a suitable offer is made in response to this RFP, the state of Ohio (State), through DAS, may
enter into a contract (the Contract) to have the selected Offeror (the Contractor) perform all or part of the Project (the
Work). This RFP provides details on what is required to submit a Proposal for the Work, how the State will evaluate
the Proposals, and what will be required of the Contractor in performing the Work.

This RFP also gives the estimated dates on page one, for the various events in the submission process. While these
dates are subject to change, prospective Offerors must be prepared to meet them as they currently stand.

CONTRACT PERIOD

Once awarded, the term of the Contract will be from the award date through June 30, 2018. The State may solely
renew all or part of this Contract at the discretion of DAS for a period of one month and subject to the satisfactory
performance of the Contractor and the needs of the Agency. Any other renewals will be by mutual agreement
between the Contractor and DAS for any number of times and for any period of time. The cumulative time of all
mutual renewals may not exceed four (4) years and are subject to and contingent upon the discretionary decision of
the Ohio General Assembly to appropriate funds for this Contract in each new biennium.

BACKGROUND

The purpose of Ohio’s Assessment and Accountability System is to provide all students with a challenging and
appropriate academic program. Ohio’s Alternate Assessment for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities
(AASCD) is designed to evaluate the performance of students with disabilities for

A. PROJECT MANAGEMENT

Deliverable 1: The Contractor must provide for continuous monitoring of the implementation status of the
project and for coordination of the work (i.e., procedures, materials, reports, and timelines) of the Contractor,
the ODE, and the subcontractors (if applicable).

If
hardcopy materials must be reviewed by ODE, the Contractor shall be solely responsible for the cost of
shipping, if any, to and from ODE.

Deliverable 6: The Contractor will develop a schedule for the administration of the Ohio AASCD. The
Contractor will obtain ODE’s approval of the schedule prior to implementing the administration.

B. TEST DEVELOPMENT

Deliverable 7: The Contractor must develop, maintain and update test specifications, item specifications
and style guides.

Deliverable 8: The Contractor must develop new items and deliver to the ODE and committees for review and
approval prior to field-testing.

Deliverable 9: The Contractor must develop, and deliver for ODE a plan for sampling for embedded field test
forms.

Deliverable 10: The Contractor must conduct field tests of embedded items with the routine administration of the
assessments.

Deliverable 11: The Contractor must deliver field-tested items and associated statistics to the ODE and
committees for review and approval.

Deliverable 12: The Contractor must deliver to the ODE for approval drafts of operational test forms (items and
corresponding item statistics) that meet test specifications and any other criteria and procedures for
constructing test forms. Draft forms must be presented in the same format and as expected for administration to
students.

Deliverable 13: The Contractor must develop and deliver for ODE approval a technical manual that documents
the test development process.

Deliverable 14: The Contractor must create, maintain, and annually deliver item banks to the ODE.

Deliverable 15: The Contractor shall maintain and develop the operational Ohio AASCD based on performance
items/tasks and that are based on the OACS-E.

Deliverable 16: The Contractor shall develop performance items/tasks which will test a discrete skill and/or
embed multiple target skills within one task. These must meet recognized professional standards for validity
and reliability of student academic achievement assessments. The items/tasks shall be presented to ODE for
final validation, editing, and approval on an item-by-item basis prior to production of test materials. Any
items/tasks that are rejected by ODE shall be replaced with items/tasks based on the OACS-E.

Deliverable 17: Under ODE’s direction, the Contractor shall prepare item specifications describing the
characteristics of all Ohio AASCD items/tasks developed. The content and format of item specifications shall be
determined between ODE and the Contractor and shall be documented in writing and approved by ODE prior to
the delivery of tasks/items for review. These item specifications shall remain in force for the length of the
contract.
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Deliverable 18: The Contractor shall develop the quantities of tasks for ODE review consistent with
blueprints given in Supplement C. The Contractor must base tasks and items on the ODE-provided extended
standards and ODE-approved blueprints, item specifications, and style guide. Tasks or items rejected due to
changes in these documents will be replaced or revised at ODE’s expense.

Deliverable 19: The Contractor shall maintain an Item Bank containing the following information on all Ohio
AASCD items/tasks: source of item (e.g., new development), item ownership (e.g., Contractor, ODE),
permissioned item, content area, psychometric properties (e.g., point biserial correlation, reliability
coefficient, DIF statistics), ODE and review committee recommendations, item implementation status (e.g.,
active). The Contractor shall provide ODE access to the Item Bank upon request.

Deliverable 20: The Contractor shall conduct meetings using committees of Ohio teachers, administrators, ODE
assessment and/or content experts, and other stakeholders to provide feedback to the ODE. The
Contractor shall conduct meetings for each of the following: Alternate Advisory Committee, Technical Advisory
Committee, Standard Setting Committee, and committees to address content and bias prior to field testing and
data review after field testing. (The Contractor shall revise or replace assessment items/tasks deemed
unacceptable based on committee recommendations. Replacements shall be provided in the next
development cycle.) Members of the committees shall be selected to represent the full diversity of gender,
ethnicity, disability and cultural subgroups in Ohio. The Contractor shall manage logistics for review meetings
including planning, registration for the meeting, hotel accommodations, and administering per diem (hotel and
mileage) for participants and all necessary ODE staff, providing an Ohio Standard Rate honorarium to
every district and school participant (during school breaks) or providing payment to the school to hire a
substitute teacher (during school session); meeting rooms, equipment, and materials. See Supplement A for
further information.

ADMINISTRATIVE OPERATIONS

Deliverable 21: The Contractor must develop, print and deliver test-administration materials, including
administration manuals, school and district test coordinator manuals, test booklets and forms necessary
for administering the assessments. All materials must be web-accessible through a secure browser interface.
Contractor should propose any potential use of social media distribution for these materials as well as other
information of value to any and all stakeholders including students, parents, teachers, school administrators,
etc. These materials must complement and coordinate in look and message such materials available from
ODE so that all assessment-related material has a consistent look. There will not be any printed foreign
language translation versions of the Alternate Assessment. Contractor will reimburse districts for the cost of
needed oral translations.

The Assessment shall include print manipulatives. The Contractor shall produce printed manipulatives needed
for test administration (e.g., manuals, test (performance task) booklets and recording forms) as described below.
The Contractor shall provide one complete set of all print manipulatives, such as storybooks, response cards,
maps, and other similar items, with each Test Administrator Kit. An occasional physical manipulative may be
required (e.g., foam shapes).

To the greatest extent possible, the Contractor shall design task and items to use physical manipulatives that are
normally used in instruction and thus are readily available in the classrooms. The test administrator materials
shall clearly outline the manipulatives required. These include items such as markers, pieces of paper, a book, a
stapler, a newspaper, and money.

The ODE shall review, edit, and approve all materials and web-based systems prior to final production.

For each administration, the Contractor shall produce 9,800 Test Administrator Kits (inclusive of overage). A
Test Administrator Kit shall include print materials required to administer the assessment to students in all
subjects in a single grade band (3-5, 6-8, and HS). As part of the Test Administrator Kit, the Contractor shall
produce a Directions for Administration Manual describing all necessary procedures for the valid administration
of the Ohio AASCD. The Contractor shall revise the Directions for Administration Manual annually to incorporate
changes in procedures and assessment content, or to incorporate improvements recommended by ODE. ODE
shall review, edit, and approve the Directions for Administration Manual prior to production. The current Test
Coordinator Manual and Directions for Administration Manual consist of fifteen (15) and forty (40) pages,
respectively. Printing is in black only with the exception of a one-color cover for the Test Coordinator Manual.
The Test Coordinator Manual is finished with a staple and the Directions for Administration Manual is saddle
stitched. The Test Administrator Kit shall contain:

1. Directions for Administration Manual (one). The current manual has forty (40) pages and prints in black
only. Manual is saddle stitched.

2. Test booklets: one each for ELA test booklet, ELA Reading Passages booklet, ELA printed manipulatives
pack, Math test booklet, Math Printed manipulatives pack, Science test booklet, Science printed
manipulatives pack, Social Studies test booklet, Social Studies printed manipulatives pack Test
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Administrator Provided Materials list. Page count will vary based on year, grade band and content area. All
current booklets have one hundred (100) pages +/- six (6) pages. There is also an additional reading
passages booklet for the ELA test. Page numbers vary widely from six (6) to twenty (20) pages depending
on the grade band. Booklets print in color. Test booklets are spiral bound. Manipulatives are packed in
large zip lock bags.

The printing breakdown for the 2012-2013 test kits was 4,000 for grade band 3-5, 3,900 for grade band 6-8 and
1,900 for high school.

The Contractor shall produce and deliver these materials to districts. Test materials shall be produced separately
for each of the grade bands in ELA, Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies. The student test booklets shall
contain tasks arranged in order of difficulty. One Test Administration Kit for each appropriate grade band shall be
provided to each teacher who administers the Ohio AASCD. ODE shall review, edit, and approve all materials
included as part of these kits.

Current Test Administration Kits are individually boxed in a 9"°x11"x5.5” carton clearly labeled with grade band.
Offerors may propose a different method of packaging for delivery. Any change in packaging from current
method must be approved by ODE.

Deliverable 22: The Contractor must ensure training, troubleshooting, and problem resolution for administering
assessments.

Deliverable 23: The Contractor must be able to produce a method of reporting that does not require
technology for a few districts that are not capable of delivering a computer based assessment for
religious or cultural reasons (i.e., Amish students).

SCORING/REPORTING

Deliverable 24: The Contractor must develop state score reports and deliver to ODE for review and
approval; these reports must be delivered to ODE as soon as possible following the close of the testing
window. These reports must be delivered in both paper copy and electronic copy. Contractor will propose
the fastest timeline within their capabilities. ODE suggests a timeline that includes immediate feedback in the
form of draft reports (real time) where appropriate to not more than 30 days for complete reports.

TECHNICAL/PSYCHOMETRIC

All technical, psychometric as well as test development, administration and reporting work must be conducted
according to the most recent version of the Standards for Educational and Psychological Testing as
promulgated by APA, AERA, and NCME. It is expected that all best practices and evidence based procedures
for efficiency and specific outcomes are demonstrated and applied.

Deliverable 25: The Contractor must develop and deliver sampling plans to obtain representative samples
of Ohio students for the purposes of field testing items, equating test forms, and obtaining impact data for
standard setting.

Deliverable 26: The Contractor must conduct standard setting processes as needed.

Deliverable 27: The Contractor must scale items and equate test forms and produce and deliver preliminary
technical reports for the purpose of documenting the scaling and equating.

Deliverable 28: The Contractor must develop and deliver final technical reports for the purpose of documenting
statistical properties of the tests, including validity and reliability evidence based on test results of all students
tested.

Deliverable 29: The Contractor must collect and report evidence as required by No Child Left Behind peer
review requirements. Such evidence may include, but is not limited to, results from alignment studies; results
from validation studies; written policies on providing accommodations for students with disabilities and score
reports showing disaggregation of student achievement data by the statutorily specified student subgroups.

Deliverable 30: The Contractor must evaluate the performance of field test items embedded in the
operational test forms and develop and deliver field test item statistic reports.

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Deliverable 31: The Contractor and ODE will work together to complement other Work related to opportunities
for State Support Team (SST) and teacher training and related professional development to inform instructional
practice and curriculum decisions, intervention strategies, and test administration procedures.

Deliverable 32: The Contractor must collaborate with ODE in order to develop and deliver model policies
and procedures for district use, including adequate security procedures, appropriate to the testing format and
mode of delivery.

WORK PLAN

The Offeror must provide a clear Work plan describing their approach to accomplishing each of the
deliverables within the appropriate timeline. ODE desires descriptions of the Work that are succinct, clearly
organized (tabbed and labeled) and provide insight into any unique contribution brought to the process by the
individual Offeror.

The Offeror should take note that lengthy proposals clearly repurposed from other projects or filled with non -
essentials (company advertising materials, laudatory publications and the like) are distracting to the evaluators. Any
information included should show evidence of having been thoughtfully considered for inclusion, direct and to the
point.

CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES
The Contractor must meet all RFP requirements and perform Work as defined in the Scope of Work.

Contract Management Meetings. Prior to the implementation of Work under this Contract, at the beginning of
any renewal period and throughout the duration of the Project, the State will require the Contractor to
participate in contract management meetings. The purpose of the meetings is to determine the status of the
project and if it is necessary to further define and clarify the deliverables, tasks, subtasks, work assignments,
methods and due dates required by the Contract. For more information on these meetings, see Deliverable 1. If
the Contract is revised or added to in any way, the revisions or additions must be made in writing in the form of a
change order pursuant to the Changes section of this Contract.

CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

The process to procure goods and services by DAS is open to inspection by the public. DAS makes available prices
(offered and accepted), terms of payment, Proposal materials, evaluation scores, product information, and other
types of information DAS uses in evaluating and/or awarding the Contract, consistent with Ohio’s public records law.
DAS will seek to open the Proposals in a manner that avoids disclosing their contents. Additionally, DAS will seek to
keep the contents of all Proposals confidential until the Contract is awarded. Further, the DAS will open for public
inspection all Proposals provided to the DAS in response to this RFP after award.

REGISTRY OF OFFERORS
DAS will prepare a registry of Proposals containing the name and address of each Offeror. The registry will be on the
Office of Procurement Services Web site and open for public inspection after the Proposals are received.

REQUIRED REVIEW

Offerors shall carefully review the entire RFP and all the referenced Web links. Offerors shall promptly notify DAS
through the inquiry process of any ambiguity, inconsistency, or error they discover. Notifications must be received by
the deadline for receipt of questions in the inquiry process.

NUMBER OF PROPOSALS TO SUBMIT Offeror must submit one (1) original, completed and signed in blue ink,
and (7) copies for a total of eight (8) Proposal packages. The Offeror must also submit a complete copy of the
Proposals on a CD in Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, or Project) 2003 or higher, format and/or PDF format as
appropriate.

EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS Table 5 contains items that are Mandatory Requirements for this RFP.

Determining the Offeror’s ability to meet the Mandatory Requirements is the first step of the DAS evaluation process.
The Offeror’s response must be clearly labeled “Mandatory Requirements” and collectively contained in Tab 2 of the
Offeror’'s Proposal in the “Offeror Required Information and Certification” section.

DAS will evaluate Tab 2 alone to determine whether the Proposal meets all Mandatory Requirements (accept/reject).
If the information contained in Tab 2 does not clearly meet every Mandatory Requirement, the Proposal may be
disqualified by DAS from further consideration.

If the State receives no Proposals meeting all of the mandatory requirements, the State may elect to cancel this RFP.

PROPOSAL EVALUATION CRITERIA If the Offeror provides sufficient information to DAS in its Proposal,
demonstrating it meets the Mandatory Requirements, the Offeror’'s Proposal will be included in the next step of the
evaluation process which involves the scoring of the Proposal Technical Requirements (Table 3), followed by the
scoring of the Cost Proposals. In the Proposal evaluation step, DAS rates the Proposals based on the following listed
criteria and the weight assigned to each criterion. The possible points allowed in this RFP are distributed as indicated
in the Table 6 - Scoring Breakdown. Each Proposal passing the Mandatory Requirements will be evaluated by an
evaluation committee made up of a representative(s) from DAS, Agency team members, and potentially a subject
matter expert or an independent consultant.

WEAK (1 pt.): Response was poor related to meeting the objectives.

WEAK TO MEETS (2 pts.): Response indicates the objectives will not be completely met or at a level that will be
below average.

MEETS TO STRONG (4 pts.): Response indicates the objectives will be exceeded.

Once the technical merits of a Proposal are evaluated, the costs of that Proposal will be considered. It is within DAS’
discretion to wait to factor in a Proposal’'s cost until after the conclusion of any interviews, presentations,
demonstrations or discussions.

ALTERNATE ASSESSMENT ADVISORY COMMITTEE This committee will be established and meet to advise the ODE
on evolving topics to include but not limited to Test Administrator Training, Administration Procedures and Quality of
Materials, Test Security, Second Raters, Data Entry Interface, Online Reporting System, Receiving and Returning Materials,
Communications, Content and Design, Policy Matters, Overall Evaluation and/or Fairness of the Assessment. This
committee currently has twenty-one (21) members but may consist of up to twenty-four (24) members.

CONTENT ADVISORY AND FAIRNESS/SENSITIVITYCOMMITTEES. These committees are specific to a given test. The
purpose of these committees is to review and evaluate test questions and related test materials to ensure that each question
is a valid and appropriate measure of the academic content standards for that particular subject area and grade-level. In
addition, these committees review and evaluate test questions and related test materials to ensure that test questions are fair
and unbiased for all groups of Ohio students. This committee currently has twenty-two (22) members but may consist of
eighteen (18) to twenty-four (24) members.

STANDARD SETTING COMMITTEES. These committees are specific to a given test (e.g., Third Grade Reading
Achievement Test, Ohio Graduation Test in mathematics). Unlike other advisory committees, these committees meet only
once, to recommend the performance standards (i.e., the score for basic, proficient, and advanced achievement) for a given
test. Standards for the AA have been set and approved and should be immutable untii ODE implements a whole new
assessment. However, that doesn’t mean a switch to new general assessments or feedback from peer review in the next
few years wouldn’t necessitate new standard setting. Also, ODE will probably have to set standards for social studies grade
bands 3-5 and 6-8 in the next year or two. For the original standard setting, there was one group of six (6) committee
members for each content area of each grade band. There were a total of 60 members. They met for two days. The State
assumes there is no need to reset standards for the content and grade bands already done. Assuming ODE does have to
set standards for grade bands 3-5 and 6-8 social studies at the end of the 2014-2015 school year when assessments are
implemented, a need for a two day standard setting meeting with 12 members in Spring of 2015 may be required.

TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE. The Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) will meet to review technical
procedures and policies for the assessments. The committee will be composed of recognized experts in the assessment
area. This committee consists of ten (10) members.

ASSESSMENT BLUEPRINTS

The Ohio Alternate Assessments for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities (AASCD) was developed for grade
bands: 3-5, 6-8 and the Ohio Graduation Test (OGT). Each grade band assessment contains a series of 12 performance
tasks and a field-test task block. Each operational task ranges from four to six items. Each field-test task includes six to eight
items. The items become increasingly more complex and difficult within a task, and the tasks become increasingly more
complex as the student moves through the grade band test form.

Students are not required to take every task in the assessment and will start the test at the point that is most appropriate for
the student. The task at which the student begins the assessment is determined by a Student Placement Questionnaire
completed by the student’s teacher. Specifically, students can enter the operational assessment at one of three different
points: Task 1, Task 3 or Task 6. For each starting point, students must complete a minimum number of tasks. The task at
which the student exits the assessment is not predetermined. All students, regardless of starting point, will be required to take
the field test task block. Instructions for selecting a student’s starting and concluding tasks will be provided in the Directions for
Administration Manual.

Because students can enter the assessment at three different starting points and because they are not required to take every
task in the assessment, it is necessary to make sure that each student encounters the breadth of strands encompassed in the
Ohio Extended Content Standards (based on the Common Core State Standards) by the time he or she reaches the
designated stopping point.
