The required tuberculosis test shali include a two-
atep Mantoux tuberculin skin test administered by a psrson propetly
trained to administer tuberculin skin tests, or, if the person has a
documentsd history of a significant Mantoux skin test, an x-ray. The
person shall not work in the fadiiity until after the resuits of the first
skin test have been oblained and recorded in milimeters of in
duration. If the first step s nen-significant, a second step shall be
performed at lsast seven, but not more than twenty-one, days sfter
the first step was performed. Only a single Mantoux is required if the
person hag documentation of either a single-step Mantoux test or a
two-step Mantoux test within one year of commencing wark.

If slther step of the Mantoux test is significant, 1he person shall have
a chest x-ray and shall not enter the resldential facility until after the
results of the chest x-ray have been obtained and the person Is
determined to not have active pulmonary tuberculosis. Whanever a
chest x-ray is required by this paragraph, & new chest x-ray nesd not
ba perfarmed If the person has had & chest x-ray no more than thirty
tays before the date of the significant Mantoux test. Additional
Mantoux testing is not requirad after one meadically donumented
gignificant test. A subsequent chast x-ray is not required unless the
person develops symptoms congiztent with activa tubarculosis,

(i) For parsons with a significant Mantoux test and the chest x-ray does

not Indicate active pulmonary tubsrculosls, the facility shall require
that the person be svaluated and considered for preventive tharapy.
Thereafter, the facilily shall require the person to report promptly any
sympioms of tubsrculosls which include unexplained waight loss,
loss of appetite, chronic cough of mare than three weaks, fever,
coughing, and spilting up blood and night sweats. The facility shall
annually document the presgnge or absence of symptoms
suggestive of tuberculesis In sueh a person and maintain this
documentation on file.

{iv) After initial screening for tubarculesis regulred by this paragraph and

annually thereafter within one yaar plus or minus thirty days of the
previous year's date of scraening, a tuberculosis scraening for
symptoms suggestive of active tuberculosis shall be condusted far all
habilitation and support staff. This screaning shall include, at a
rninimum, questions about the signs and symptoms of tuberculosis
as indlcated in paragraph (B}(6)(b) of this rule. The frequency of any
addltlonal Mantoux skin test sereenings or the need for a physlclan
avaluation shall be dependant Lipon this assessment,
